Title II, Part A – Through 2016-17, the provision of equitable professional development (PD) services to private schools requires the provision of equitable services based on two distinct funding reserves for Title IIA.

Reserve 1:
Each district was mandated to recalculate for equitable services for each of five years dating from 2007-08 to 2011-12. The full recalculation amount was recorded on line 19a of the Private School Participation Form in the previous year’s Consolidated Application.  Districts have until 2016-17 to make full restitution of equitable services for this recalculated amount, if applicable. Unless previously expended, some portion of the required restitution funds should be encumbered as part of the Consolidated Application, as time will be a factor in meeting any required recalculation obligation.  

Reserve 2:
Each district is obligated to provide equitable PD services based on the annual Title IIA allocation for the previous year’s carryover (if applicable) and the current year.  Districts must calculate equitable PD reserves for non-public/private schools every year using the template provided at: http://www.p12.nysed.gov/accountability/allocations/1112/nonpubiia.html .
