· Meet with district to ensure that an  instructional program for LEP students is in compliance with Part 154 of the Regulations of the Commissioner (CR Part 154);

· Based on scientifically-based research, demonstrate the effectiveness of the programs in increasing English proficiency and student academic achievement in the core academic subjects;

· LEA is accountable for meeting Annual Measurable Achievement Objectives (AMAOs).  Only years two and four are required AMAO plans.
· LEA must have an allocation of $10,000 or more to apply.  LEAs with an allocation under $10,000 may join a consortium of one or more LEAs, provided the total of the collective allocation meets or exceeds $10,000;

· If a consortium does not meet AMAOs, all LEAs within this consortium do not meet AMAOs for that year.
· Maximum indirect cost rate is 2%
⁫ Title III, Part A: Immigrant 

· LEA must complete Form E(1): Program and Services for Immigrant students;

· LEA must complete a separate FS-10 form and budget narrative.  Proposed expenditures for program and activities must be reasonable, justifiable, aligned to program goals, and allowable. 
· LEAs in a Title III, Part A LEP consortium that have been allocated Immigrant funds must submit their FS-10 budget separately and do not have to send it through the consortium lead.

Because the availability of 2009-10 Title I funds through ARRA was unanticipated and LEAs receiving ARRA Title I allocations may not have had sufficient time to plan activities that would expend 85 percent of the funds in 2009-10, the U.S. Department of Education is permitting the Department to raise the carryover limit from 15 percent to 100 percent of LEAs' regular and ARRA Title I allocations going into 2010-11.  This applies to all LEAs receiving ARRA Title I funds, even those that received waivers from the 15 percent limit for 2007-08 or 2008-09.  If the total 2009-10 carryover for both projects (0021-10 and 5021-10) exceeds the Title I ARRA allocation, a waiver request is required.
