


[bookmark: _GoBack]Methodology Used to Calculate Progress of Focus Districts Based on 2016-17 School Year Results 

[bookmark: OLE_LINK3][bookmark: OLE_LINK4]A Focus District identified for the elementary-middle Performance Index (PI) will make progress if it meets one of the following criteria and meets the participation rate requirement (see 17b):

1. The 2016-17 combined English language arts (ELA) and mathematics Performance Index (PI) for the identified subgroup(s) is 10 points or more than the cut point(s) of identification for the subgroups(s).

2. The 2016-17 combined English language arts (ELA) and mathematics Performance Index (PI) for the identified subgroup(s) makes a 10 point or more gain from the prior year. 

3. The 2016-17 combined English language arts (ELA) and mathematics Performance Index (PI) for the identified subgroup(s) makes a 10 percent or more gap reduction from the prior year. 

4. The combined 2015-16 and 2016-17 ELA and mathematics Mean Student Growth Percentiles (MGP) for the identified subgroup(s) is above the state average for the subgroup(s).

5. The identified subgroup(s) made Adequate Yearly progress (AYP) for ELA and mathematics in 2015-16 and 2016-17.
a. Even if the AYP data is missing for any subject or any year, the progress filter will still be determined with available data. If there is no data for both the years for both the subjects, no progress filter will be determined. Examples are given below:

The identified subgroup(s) 2012 4-year cohort graduation rate or the 2011 5-year cohort graduation rate is above the state average.[footnoteRef:1] [1: This only applies to a district that is identified for Grades 3-8 ELA and mathematics results and is accountable for high school graduation rates.] 



A Focus District identified for the high school Performance Index (PI) will make progress if it meets one of the following criteria and meets the participation rate requirement (see 17b):

7. The 2016-17 combined English language arts (ELA) and mathematics Performance Index (PI) for the identified subgroup(s) is 10 points or more than the cut point(s) of identification for the subgroups(s).

8. The 2016-17 combined English language arts (ELA) and mathematics Performance Index (PI) for the identified subgroup(s) makes a 10 point or more gain from the prior year. 

9. The 2016-17 combined English language arts (ELA) and mathematics Performance Index (PI) for the identified subgroup(s) makes a 10 percent or more gap reduction from the prior year. 

10. The identified subgroup(s) make adequate yearly progress (AYP) for ELA and mathematics in 2015-16 and 2016-17.
a. Even if the AYP data is missing for any subject or any year, the progress filter will still be determined with available data. If there is no data for both the years for both the subjects, no progress filter will be determined.

11. The identified subgroup(s) 2012 4-year cohort graduation rate or the 2011 5-year cohort graduation rate is above the state average.

A Focus District identified for the high school Graduation Rate will make progress if it meets one of the following criteria and meets the participation rate requirement (see 18b):

12. The identified subgroup(s) 2012 4-year cohort graduation rate or the 2011 5-year cohort graduation rate is 10 or more points above the cut point of identification.

13. The identified subgroup(s) 2012 4-year cohort graduation rate or the 2011 5-year cohort graduation rate is above the state average.

14. The identified subgroup(s) 2012 4-year cohort graduation rate or the 2011 5-year cohort makes a 10 point or more gain from the prior year cohort.

15. The identified subgroup(s) 2012 4-year cohort graduation rate makes a 10 point or more gain from two cohorts prior (2010 4-year cohort cohort).

16. The identified subgroup(s) 2012 4-year cohort graduation rate makes a 10% or more gap reduction from the prior cohort.

17. The identified subgroup(s) make adequate yearly progress in 2015-16 and 2016-17.
a. Even if the AYP data is missing for any year, the progress filter will still be determined with available data. If there is no data for both the years, no progress filter will be determined.

A Focus District not identified for any subgroups for the elementary-middle Performance Index, high school Performance Index or for Graduation Rate will make progress if all the accountable subgroups are above the cut points or meets one of the progress criteria listed in 1 to 17 as applicable to the performance area (elementary-middle PI, high school PI, and/or Graduation Rate), and the district meets the participation rate requirement (see 18c):[footnoteRef:2] [2:  A Focus District due to the presence of a Priority School, or a district that became Focus due to the addition of Focus Schools to the district.] 


18. Additionally, the district must meet the following criteria:

a. For a district identified for elementary-middle, high school PI and graduation rate must meet one criterion each as applicable to elementary-middle grade PI, high school grade PI, and graduation rate.

b. All accountable subgroups for which the district was not identified as Focus must be above the cut points of identification, or must meet one of the progress criteria listed in 1 to 17, as applicable to the performance area (elementary-middle PI, high school PI, and/or Graduation Rate).

c. The district must meet 95% participation rate for all subgroups in ELA and mathematics for both elementary-middle and high school grades for which the district is accountable for meeting the participation rate requirement.

19. Removal from Focus District Status
To be removed from Focus District status the district must meet the following criteria:
The district must make two consecutive years of progress and:
1. In 2016-17, the PI for all the accountability subgroups in ELA and mathematics must be above the cut points of identification, and;
2. In 2015-16, the 2011 4-year or 2010 5-year graduation rate for all the accountability subgroups must have been above the cut points of identification, and;
3. The 2012 4-year graduation rate for all the accountability subgroups must be above the cut points of identification, and;
4. All Focus Schools in the district must make two consecutive years of progress, meet the minimum standards and participation requirements for removal, and be removed from Focus status (please see “Progress of Focus Schools Methodology” document for more details), and;
5. All Priority Schools in the district (if any) must make two consecutive years of progress meet the minimum standards and participation requirements for removal, and be removed from Priority status.
