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This response is complete and accurate, and it fulfi lls all the requirements of the task. The student has 
provided correct text-based details to describe what Karl’s father does to get them back to shore safely 
(“decided to use the emergency oars and row home”; “convinced him [Karl] to keep rowing, which 
eventually led them, safely, home”).
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This response includes some correct information. The student has provided one correct text-based detail 
to describe what Karl’s father does to get them back to shore safely (“knows how to stear the boat and 
keep it steady”), but additional text-based support is needed to fully answer the question.
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This response is inaccurate and shows confusion. The student has given one vague answer (“made shore 
[sure] that they didn’t do anething that they shodent do”) and one irrelevant answer (“helped them get 
food”). Neither answer responds to the task of describing what Karl’s father does to get them back to 
shore safely.
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
