In this extended response, the student has provided no accurate text-based details to explain why 
the problem is diffi cult. The response includes a very minimal description of the judge’s plan (“they 
guge gets the thief to show that his guilty”). The rest of the information is inaccurate. The response 
demonstrates little focus, organization, or development of ideas. It has no sense of voice and uses 
minimal vocabulary. Very few text-based details are included.
