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Using NYLearns as a primary resource, selected students and teachers will collaborate on designing learning experiences to close the achievement gap between SWD and general education students in mathematics.   Curriculum mapping and planning in consultation with NYLearns, to address deficits noted in Numbers and Operations strand.
This grant will address the needs of students with disabilities in our building who are experiencing difficulty as a sub-group in meeting the ELA and Mathematics standards established by NYSED and assessed by the NYS assessments in ELA and Mathematics.  Science and technology will also be addressed, but to a lesser degree.

Cooperating teachers (6) will be trained by NYLearns for three days of intensive professional development in the use of the NYLearns website and supporting web pages and resources.  Eight (8) follow up days, one or more a month, will consist of classroom support for teachers and students.  This pattern will be repeated for each year of the grant. The Saint Albans Deliverance Academy will receive the identical training, hosted at our building, and will be entitled to unlimited conferences with our teachers along with classroom visits.

Hardware to support this initiative will consist of five laptops per class, twenty total after three years, in mobile carts with wireless internet and printing ability.  The hardware will be purchased over three years, depending on budget availability.  The Saint Albans Deliverance Academy will receive the identical package and support.

The targeted student population will be students with disabilities, in both self-contained and collaborative team teaching settings; the cooperating teachers will be the special education teachers who serve these classes.  These trained teachers will in turn turnkey for the content area teachers who also work with these classes, allowing lesson planning around the technology and web-based resources provided, aligned with NYS standards and using the performance indicators as an overarching guide.
