PS 126 (grades K-6),(SQRI) an ethnically diverse corrective action school of 875 students, is located in the Fordham section of the Bronx. 62.2% of our students are Spanish speaking (including new immigrants or first generation Americans from the Caribbean, Central, South and North America); 0.7.%  are from South-East Asia and China, 36.9  are African Americans, and 0.2% are white. 46.6% are male, 53.4% are female.  90.9% are eligible for free lunch because most come from poor families. Many of the children entering PS 126 are deficient in basic math and reading skills. Scores show 69% of the students are scoring at level one and two in Reading and Math. These students require a strong literacy and Math program with a comprehensive language program   as an intrinsic part of the curriculum. PS 126 has 58 teachers on staff. 100.0% are certified and licensed, 43.6% have more than five years teaching experience and 64.1% hold a Masters Degree or higher. St Mary’s is K-8 school with 285 students mostly elementary grades and has 14 teachers on staff. The population is 197 Black 48 Hispanic 11 Asian 5 white. St Mary’s is located in the Kingsbridge section of the Bronx.

Both schools are committed to improving student scores on the State standardized mathematics and science tests by implementing staff development programs based on standard-setting learning and aimed at improving mathematics and science teaching and student achievement in mathematics and science in all grades. Both schools hope to meet the above goals through a partnership with the Ocean of Know,. Teachers College Columbia University will provide assessment. Training in peer review, virtual manipulatives, aquaponics, how to leverage the web for classroom instruction and self assessment are key components of the staff development program and both schools understand the importance of applying these strategies with the goal of improving student performance on standardized tests.
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
