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CLICK ELA

Challenging Learners with Interactive Curriculum increasing Knowledge in ELA
CLICK ELA focuses on improving student achievement in the English language arts at the Intermediate and Commencement levels (grades 8-11) in the high poverty Corrective Action Mont Pleasant Middle School and Schenectady High School which it feeds. Notre Dame Bishop Gibbons is an equitable non-public school partner. CLICK ELA will impact a total of 3,474 public school students and 421 non public students over the course of the three-year funding period. CLICK ELA will provide 51 teachers (45 public/6 non- public) with 30 hours of professional development over the course of the three year project including follow-up mentoring and support. CLICK ELA features include:1) Strengthening students’ technological literacy and building a cadre of Gen YES peer mentors; 2) Training teachers to work in partnership with Gen YES student mentors; 3) Providing teacher training for implementing differentiated instructional strategies; 4) Implementing more innovative instructional techniques for teaching English language arts; 5) Using Personal Response Systems (“clickers”) to give teachers immediate feedback on student comprehension;

6) Using effective assessments to monitor student benchmark progress toward attainment of ELA, standards; and 7) Training teachers to use data analysis in designing effective instructional strategies.

CLICK ELA features the use of Qwisdom Personal Response Systems to create interactive engaging classroom learning experiences. This offers teachers an opportunity to assess student learning and improve instruction. Professional Development activities include strategies on how to develop engaging content using this technology. This supports the SCSD effort to increase data driven decision making at every level to increase student achievement.
This grant also supports the technology plans of each partner school through the use of classroom based technology and expansion of the highly successful Gen YES curriculum. The Gen YES program at the high school level provides for articulation with the middle school program in both partner school systems and supports articulation of the ELA curriculum and instructional strategies leading to great student success on the 8th grade ELA Assessment and New York State English Regents.  
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
