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  Yonkers Public Schools’ proposed 2006-2009 Learning Technology Grant, Project NYLearns/ netTrekker d.i., has evolved from a pilot program launching a first-of-its-kind union between NYLearns, a signature web service established and maintained by the Center for Applied Technologies in Education (CATE) at the University of Buffalo, and netTrekker d.i. (differentiated instruction), Thinkronize, Inc.’s award-winning search engine.  Used together, the programs will bring Rosemarie Ann Siragusa Primary Years International Baccalaureate Program, Commerce MS (SINI), Lincoln HS (former SINI), and St. Casimir School, access to more than 200,000 educational resources for both teachers and students that have been peer reviewed, aligned to State standards, and are able to be accessed from school or home.  Ongoing professional development, including in-class modeling and coaching and on-site technical assistance and support, will introduce teachers to customized ELL content and dictionary/translation key, cross-curricular resources, readability ratings, and tools for teachers to organize and store digital resources and communicate with parents and students, such as Web Page Builder, Assessment Builder, e-Portfolio, Curriculum Matrix, and a Publishing Tool for teacher-made content.  Moreover, schoolwide training by program staff over the three year project period, in concert with teachers ‘trained-as-trainers,’ will provide continuous horizontal and vertical collegial support for enduring rigorous math, science, and English instruction and production.     

           Four project objectives have been developed around three of the four components of Yonkers Five Year Plan: Behaviors and Perceptions: Objective 1: 100% of participating teachers will increase comfort and proficiency in infusing technology to strengthen and enrich content instruction in mathematics, science, and English language arts.  Teaching and Learning:  Objective 2: 90% of students participating in differentiated, bilingual mathematics, science, and language arts instruction academic achievement by 5% in mathematics, science, and English language arts; Objective 3: 100% of participating students will increase technology skills to ISTE NETS standards.  Educational Environment: Objective 4: 100% of participating teachers and students will create learning communities that integrate technology to improve student learning across the curriculum and help students prepare to take their places in a ‘flattening’ global community.    
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
