	Learning Technology Grant 2009-12 Abstract
A widening gap has formed between the knowledge and skills students acquire in schools, and the knowledge and skills needed to succeed in the increasingly global, technology-infused 21st century workplace.  To address this urgency, this grant, Enviro-Lit, will engage teachers and students from I.S. 220, St. Anselm and Dimitrios & Georgia Kaloidis  Greek School in  scientific inquiry and engineering design to pose questions, seek answers, and design solutions to conserve environmental resources and reduce waste, locally, nationally and internationally. This project will partner with Urban Advantage (UA) and Instructional Technology Specialists to merge technology, science and research.  Enviro-Lit will engage students in research about real-world issues related to environmental studies and increase their environmental literacy. Based upon student research they will collaboratively design an environmental conservation project to improve, restore or conserve school/community environmental resources. 
Students and teachers will develop ePortfolios to document the development, research, and share findings, as well as to collaborate within these three schools and beyond, about their conservation project. Student work on the Enviro-Lit project will be enhanced with digital media and web 2.0 resources. Through the integration of technology students will be able to use technology tools they are well acquainted with in play – to learn.
As a result of participating in Enviro-Lit teachers will acquire the knowledge and skills to change the culture of instruction through active and ongoing participation in progressive professional development. Professional development will focus on the design of digitally enhanced problem-based learning units that integrate science, literacy, technology and engineering. A blended model of professional development will be offered to Enviro-Lit teachers, to include: traditional workshops, webinars and online courses, on-site coaching, mentoring and modeling. Eportfolis and presentations will regularly share promising practices. School administrators are welcome to attend all professional development.

Through participation in Enviro-Lit students and teachers will acquire the knowledge and skills to succeed in a global, technology-dependent society.
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
