The intent of the partnership between M.S. 22 and Cristo Rey New York High School (CRNYHS) is to increase student academic achievement in science, mathematics and English Language Arts through the use of technology in the classroom. Specific subgroups of M.S. 22 students (students with disabilities, Limited English Proficient and Economically Disadvantaged) did not meet the Annual Measurable Objective (AMO) for science, math and English Language Arts. At the completion of this project students will meet and exceed performance standards.

The success of this project depends on intense professional development through a partnership with Teaching Matters. Educators from both schools will be trained in how to seamlessly integrate technology into curriculum. As a result, the learning spectrum will be transformed into a hands-on, dynamic continuum that takes place inside the classroom and in real-world settings such as at The Bronx River Alliance.
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
