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PS 12 was removed from the SURR list in March of 2009, however we are still identified as SINI under NCLB for both ELA and Math.  PS 12 has partnered with Shaare Torah Elementary School for this Learning Technology Grant.

In year one, PS 12 and Shaare Torah Elementary will have their fourth and fifth grade students work on a project called MERITS (Mathematics, Engineering and Robotics Integrating Technology and Science).  Through this project students will research the pros and cons of robotics in today’s world.  They will then use science, engineering, mathematical and technology elements to create robotic creatures. Students will then write original stories and/or vignettes using their creatures as the characters.  Using technology software students will give voice and movement to their characters. In each successive year students in grades three, four and five will participate in this project.  It is expected that in each successive year, the students’ project ill be more complex.

Teachers will participate in intensive hands-on professional development in addition to working in conjunction with consultants to teach their students how to create robotic creatures, create multi-media and entertaining power point and/or animated presentations. These presentations will be shared with fellow students, parents and the partnering school. 
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
