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	Learning Technology Grant 2009-12 Abstract
Project Purpose: James Monroe High School (SURR) and School Without Walls will enhance classroom instruction, curriculum, assessment, and restructure the teaching and learning process among bilingual and ESOL classrooms related to ELA, social studies and technology.  This project will be coordinated with the Rochester area BETAC and the District-wide Technology plan.  Monroe and School Without Walls’ non-public partner is Hillside Halpern Education Center. Monroe High School serves 1,137 students in grades 7-12. 86.9% percent of the student population is eligible for free or reduced lunch and 85.1 percent of Monroe's student body is minority.  In addition, English Language Learners make up 26.7% of Monroe’s student body.  School Without Walls has a population of 486 student and 64.1% are eligible for free and reduced lunch. 

Project Goal: Utilize Scholastic's READ 180/System 44 programs to boost bilingual and special education students ELA scores; integrate technology in bilingual and ESOL classes; teach technology skills to ESOL/Bilingual students and teachers.  This project targets grades 7-12. 

Objectives: (1) By June, 2010-2012, 100% of students participating in the technology-based reading intervention program will raise their scores on English language reading competency as measured by the NYSESLAT. (2) By June, 2010-2012, 100% of students participating in the technology-based reading intervention program will raise their scores on social studies competency as measured by the NY State test. (3) By June, 2010-2012, 100% of parents will receive bi-weekly student progress reports regarding the growth being made in reading achievement along with specific suggestions about how support can be given at home. (4) By the end of the 2010-2012 school year, 100% of the ESOL, bilingual English, bilingual social studies, special education teachers using the technology-based reading intervention program will effectively integrate technology to improve reading skills and science knowledge base. (5) By the end of the 2010-2012 school year, 100% of bilingual, ELA, ESOL, special education teachers receiving technology training during mandatory in-school professional development hours will effectively integrate technology to improve reading skills. (6) Monroe and SWW teachers will utilize professional development resources of local Bilingual Educational Technical Assistance Centers and implement SIOP Strategies after attending the Monroe Learning Technology project/BETAC professional development classes. (7) By June of 2010-2012, 100% of ESOL, bilingual English, bilingual social studies, special education teachers will be participating in the bi-weekly collegial circles and online professional development course that addresses applying reading intervention research-based methods and strategies.
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
