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Hempstead School District Project SAVE

CIVILITY, CITIZENSHIP AND CHARACTER EDUCATION 
(Using the VOICES character education curriculum)

Goals: For Hempstead students to-

1. Increase academic achievement on standardized tests in reading and language arts.

2. Increase their social skills and social development.

3. Exhibit fewer negative social behaviors.

4. Exhibit democratic behaviors and community involvement.

Design: Our instructional design and strategy is to provide literature-based character education lessons during language arts and social studies classes in eight elementary schools.  Our approach is based on best  practices in Professional Development, which will result in having trained demonstration teachers, training for targeted 
Staff and a professional development cycle ( planning, coaching and modeling, assessment) that can be 
replicated by any school to support their character education/civility/civics program.

Activities:  The heart of the Hempstead School District’s Civility, Citizenship and Character Education Project

will flow from classroom instruction utilizing the VOICES character education curriculum which will include
the integration of supplemental literature lessons and community service projects into literacy and
 social studies.  The vehicle for insuring that our project services reach all students and conveys the character education goals of the project are six universal themes that teach social skills and character education. 
Through these theme questions, for each grade level, character education will be incorporated into the 
curriculum.  The 2007-2008 school year  will begin with students deepening their understanding of themselves
and  the year will conclude with students strengthening their commitments to our democratic society.

Evaluation Criteria: We have established measurable outcomes for our goals:

· Students at participating schools will increase reading and writing scores by a minimum of 

10% over the previous year’s scores.

· Students will increase the developmental level of students’ relationships and social awareness by 

10% each year.

· Schools will reduce office referrals by 10% each year.

· Schools will increase the number of students participating in community service learning projects by

 25% each year.
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
