Lions Clubs International, the largest service organization in the world, has become a world leader in life skills, character education, prevention, and service learning education.  They have accomplished this by developing and implementing a positive youth development and prevention program called Lions Quest which serves young people in kindergarten through grade twelve.  The program is divided into three separate curricula: Skills for Growing (K-5), Skills for Adolescence (6-8), and Skills for Action (9-12).  The implementation of the Lions Quest curricula addresses many key issues including: bullying, substance abuse, violence prevention, character, social emotional learning, and community connections.
Through a partnership with Lions International, Lyndonville Central School District will create a Lions Quest cohort of educators from the Orleans-Niagara BOCES component districts, the first such cohort in New York State.  The internationally recognized professional developers will be in Lyndonville to provide participants with two days of high quality preparation for Lions Quest Skills for Action (grades 9-12) program implementation this summer on August 8th and 9th.  In addition to this training, there will be four day-long workshops to provide a vehicle for collaboration, data analysis, and program evaluation.  These dates have been scheduled for 11/16/2007, 2/1/2008, 4/25/2008, and 6/26/2008.

Lyndonville Central School District will be integrating Lions Quest in our Physical Education, Health Education, Social Studies, and Advanced Placement classes.  In addition, we have created a community classroom in the high school based upon the Lions Quest Skills for Action program.  The Skills for Action program is appropriate for teachers of any subject area and can be easily adapted to meet local needs.  

A contracted consultant from Lions Quest in conjunction with the trained teachers and project coordinator will measure student attendance, student discipline referrals, and student engagement in service learning through a strong evaluation model.  These factors will be measured through pre/post data collected from student records, evidence of service learning products, and the administration of surveys by Lions Quest International.  The anticipated benefits of the Lions Quest training and implementation include:

· To decrease by 5% the rate of discipline referrals for socially inappropriate behavior among students during each year of the project.

· To improve by 5% annually school culture and climate as measured by the School Connectedness and Student Resiliency Survey.

· To annually reduce by 5% the percentage of freshman and sophomores reporting use of drugs, tobacco, and alcohol as measured by the Prevention Needs Assessment Survey.

· By the end of Year III to ensure a K-12 standards-based curriculum that requires annual measurable service learning at each grade level.
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
