An elementary and a middle school in Community School District 9 and 10 in the Bronx will seek to integrate character education into the core curriculum in literacy.  The expected outcomes are that with improved school climate resulting from a greater connection between students and teachers around social emotional learning objectives, students will be more engaged in school and will experience increased achievement, particularly in literacy. Teachers will participate in professional development on the eleven principles of character education developed by the Character Education Partnership and ways in which they can utilize instructional materials infused with character development content into the core curriculum.  The professional development model with include both an interactive training component with other teachers and a coach that will periodically model lessons in their classroom and provide feedback after observations of the teacher led sessions.

Each teacher will received leveled readers appropriate for their grade to insure that students at varying proficiency levels in reading can fully participate in the program. The content will focus on pro social attitudes and behaviors, personal responsibility and social responsibility. Thus, in addition to the academic increases in scores on English language arts exams, it is also expected that there will be a decrease in anti social behavioral indicators such as teacher removals, principal suspensions and superintendent suspensions.  The project will also provide information to parents to ensure that they can partner with the school by promoting and reinforcing the positive character traits the students learn in school at home.
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
