This character education grant that Warrensburg Central School is seeking funding for, entitled Building Students, Families and Our Community from the Inside Out will instill in our students civility, citizenship and character traits through standards based instruction in the regular classroom setting, after school, evening and weekend programming as well as service learning projects in our community.  We will take advantage of our location in Upstate New York and the Adirondack Park to utilize our outdoor education resources to develop a unique approach to building character in our students.  Up Yonda Farm Environmental Education Center and YMCA Camp Chingachgook will provide outdoor programs and resources for our students that are focused on developing the individual character of each student who participates in their programs.  These programs will integrate with our curriculum across all grade levels. We will also implement an Outings Club that will be an after school incentive/ activity club focusing on self-esteem building and positive relationships. 
The Why Try program will be implemented in our school district as a program that is a strengths-based and multi-sensory approach to helping youth overcome challenges.  The WhyTry program teaches youth that "yes", it is worth trying hard in life. It offers real solutions and presents these solutions in a way that the youth can both understand and remember. The program teaches self esteem and stresses that although making good decisions can be difficult; doing so will help give the youth more opportunity, freedom and self-respect”. (Why Try)  Staff will be provided with professional development in this program, and key staff will receive additional training so that they may serve as a turn key trainer for this program for ongoing training needs and successful implementation. 
 In addition, we will seek to strengthen the connection among students, families and our community through the development of school wide and community based service learning projects at all grade levels.  Strengthening Families Program , a  scientifically tested curriculum aimed at developing skill sets for both caregivers and youth will be implemented through this grant.  This will be provided to families over a 6-7 week time period in the evenings. 
The goal of this grant is to make the school the heart of our community again and the community a part of the school.  By doing so we can then reach the students, the staff, the parents, the families and the larger community by Building Students, Families and Our Community from the Inside Out.
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
