This month’s Driver & Traffic Safety Education (DTSE) memo to the field announces the summer DE-1 and DE-1A program approval forms, the DTSE curriculum survey, two conference opportunities and a DTSE mini grant program.

Summer Program Approval Forms


The summer 2012 DE-1 and DE-1A (DTSE) program approval forms are now available at www.p12.nysed.gov/cte/de/forms. Each semester, the State Education Department produces new DTSE program approval and program amendment forms.   DTSE programs are expected to use the most current forms when submitting to the State Education Department.  New features on these forms are identified with a bright yellow “New” figure.   This semester’s new features are:
· Section IIa: Estimated number of students served each semester

· Section III: Easier to calculate number of minutes per session rather than hours per session 

· Section IXa: The signature of the individual who has prepared the form (DE-1 or DE-1A)

As always, please refer to your Course Approval Notification (CAN) letter to determine if your program’s approval is scheduled to expire. 
Survey


The DERIC was created via a joint venture between four New York State agencies: Department of Health (DOH), Department of Motor Vehicles (DMV), Health Research Incorporated (HRI) and the New York State Education Department (NYSED).  The goal of the DERIC is to research and evaluate the efficacy of Driver & Traffic Safety Education to reduce adverse motor vehicle incidents involving teens in New York State. Currently, the DERIC is implementing a survey to gather basic DTSE program information from DTSE teachers who deliver the classroom portion of approved DTSE programs.
