About the Reasonableness Reports

The Reasonableness Report is a “red flag” report that is designed to identify significant changes between data from year to year. This report allows the user to choose from a variety of categories and subtypes.

Accessing the Reasonableness Reports
1. Once inside your L2RPT reporting folder (for most users, should be labeled “Level 2 – L2RPT – secured”), click on the folder “Reasonableness”.
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2. Click on “SIRS -401 Reasonableness Report”.
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3. Choose a District (also displays the corresponding school/district code), School, Category Type, and SubType.  
a. District “DISTRICT_KEY”

b. School name “LOCATION_NAME_RSP_SCH”

c. Category Type “CATEGORY_TYPE”
d. SubType “CATEGORY_SUBTYPE”
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Note: Please be aware that there may be a delay of 1-3 seconds after selecting from each dropdown. After most selections an hourglass will appear with the message “Your report is running”.


4. Click “Finish”.
Reasonableness District or School Summary Report – Data Elements
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When reviewing the reports, there are 7 columns displayed (bolded below). The subtype and data calculations shown are dependent on the category chosen.

· Category: Enrollment Entry, Enrollment Exit, Enrollment Grade, Credentials, Post Graduate Plans, Race/Ethnicity, Student Demographic, CTE, Programs, and Total Cohort

· SubType: Entry, Graduates, Completers, Dropouts, GED, Transfers, Other, Grade Level, Diplomas, IEP, Post Graduate Plans, Race/Ethnicity, CTE, Type of Disability, LEP Eligibility, LEP Programs, NCLB, NCLB Transfer Options, Safety Net, Summer School Participation, 4 Year Outcome.

· Code: References the code used in the Student Information Repository System

· Description: Explanation of each code and subtype

· Last Year (A): 2010-11 data

· This Year (B): 2011-12 data

· Change (C): The difference between the 2011 and 2012 counts, using the formula (B-A)

· Percent Change (D): The percent change between the change counts found in the Change column (C) using the formula ( (C) / (A )) * 100

Particular attention should be paid to the percent change column. Changes greater or equal to ten are shown in red font drawing attention to the fields that may have reporting issues. For smaller districts, a 10 percent change may not be significant; for larger districts, a smaller percent change may be significant. Reporting issues known to cause difficulties for districts in the past include the failure to report students eligible to take the NYSESLAT in lieu of the NYSTP for accountability with an 0242 program service code, the failure to report both the correct reason for ending enrollment code and diploma code for graduation, and the failure to ensure that LEP students and students with disabilities are correctly coded.

For each report, a student is counted only once within a code. If a student is reported with multiple codes, the student is counted once for each code reported.
The reports do not replicate accountability logic and should not be used to simulate accountability status determinations. 

Student Detail Report - Data Elements

Location: District or School Name
Grade: The student’s grade level as reported on the most recent demographic record for the student in SIRS during school year selected.
Entry Date: The beginning date of enrollment shown on the student’s repository record.
Entry Type: See “Enrollment Entry” types listed below
Exit Date: The ending date of enrollment shown on the student’s repository record.
Exit Type: See “Enrollment Exit” types listed below.
Exit Reason:  See “Enrollment Exit” reasons listed below. 
Date of Birth: The student’s date of birth, used to determine the cohort year for ungraded students with disabilities.
Entry Date Grade 9: The date the student first entered grade 9, used to determine the student’s cohort year.
CTE or TPREP: CTE or TPREP
Program Intensity: Concentrator, Participant, or Enrollee
Diploma: See Diploma types listed below
Post Graduate Plan: See Post Graduate Plans listed below
