1% NYSAA Cap UPDATE

The preAORs available on www.nystart.gov on August 12, 2009 reflect Performance Indices (PIs) calculated using the reduced NYSAA scores for in-district placement students for districts that exceeded the 1 percent NYSAA cap in elementary/middle-level ELA and/or mathematics in 2008–09.  
This 1.0 percent reduction had previously been determined automatically for the accountability cohort at the secondary level and for out-of-district placement students at the elementary/middle level. However, the reduction of in-district placement student scores at the elementary/middle level is a manual process that could not begin until after the final data verification deadline on July 31.  These results are now available on nySTART.  

Affected districts and select schools within the districts may see smaller PIs in the August 12 preAORs than were in the August 6 preAORs. The AYP determinations in the August 12 preAORs are final and will be used to determine school and district accountability statuses for 2009–10.  All districts should save a copy of these final preAORs.    

In accordance with federal No Child Left Behind (NCLB) regulation, for accountability purposes only, districts that have more than 1.0 percent of their continuously enrolled tested students at the elementary/middle level or of the accountability cohort at the secondary level performing at Levels 3 and 4 on the New York State Alternate Assessment (NYSAA) will have sufficient numbers of these students counted as performing at Level 2 when calculating Performance Indices (PIs) to reduce the percentage of proficient students to one*. When possible, such students are chosen by the New York State Education Department so that the reduction will not impact accountability for the district and component schools in the district.

This reduction does not impact the actual reported performance level (NYSAA Levels 1, 2, 3, or 4) that is sent to parents on Individual Student Reports (ISRs).  For more information, contact Information and Reporting Services at (518) 474-7965.  
* Districts that have an approved waiver to the 1 percent cap will be reduced according to the percentage contained in the waiver.    
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
