Day Calendar extract:
Q1.	What is the expectation regarding the Day Calendar extract when the calendar values submitted at the beginning of the year change later in the year?

A1.	Updates are fine, and will be accepted as they are sent, through the SIRS data flow process.  In fact, for events like “weather day” or “emergency day” we would anticipate the need to update the calendar.

Q2.	For attendance reporting purposes (AT-6, SA-129) Districts are required to identify days that qualify as Religious Holidays. How should these days be reported in the Day Calendar extract?

A2.	The choice of attendance codes is up to the LEA.  If the school is not in session because of a religious holiday, it seems like the appropriate code for that day would be “holiday”.   If school is in session that day, then perhaps the code would be “instructional day”.  The overall goal is to designate which of the 365/366 days in the calendar are instructional days and which are not.

Q3.	How should Regents days be reported in the Day Calendar extract? Instructional Day (in-session) or Other (not in-session)? 

A3.	If instruction occurs in the school on a Regents day, it should be reported as “instructional day”.  If not, it may be reported as “other”.  Keep in mind that if some grade levels within a school have instruction on a Regents day and others do not; separate calendars should be submitted for each grade level.

Staff Student Course - Teacher Student Data Linkage in 2013-2014:

ELA grade 4 - 23 students enrolled - class meets 5 days per week for 45 minutes
Teacher A is assigned as the primary teacher and is assigned an instructional responsibility weight of 1.0 for all 23 students
Teacher B is scheduled to assist 2 students in the class 2 days per week (push-in)
Teacher B is assigned a responsibility weight of .40 for these two students
Teacher B has no instructional responsibility for the remaining 21 students in the class

Q4.	Is it required for Teacher B to be reported (roster and/or evaluation record) with an instructional responsibility of 0.0 for the 21 students they do not interact with? 

A4.	No.  A teacher needs to be linked only to the students for which s/he has educational responsibility.

Q5.	If so, will these records be displayed when these teachers go online to verify their TSDL records?

A5.	Only students who are linked to the teacher would be displayed in the teacher’s roster.

Q6.	How will these records impact Teacher B's overall evaluation score? 

Q7.	Will any adjustments be made this year based on the actual weighting that is reported in these records?

A6 & A7.	Additional guidance will be released by our Teacher Leader Effectiveness policy team

Course #'s and exam choices related to the implementation of Common Core
Per my customers:
Certain subjects will now have a second course number that can be assigned to reflect the implementation of a curriculum based Common Core in this course. Additionally, students will have the option to choose whether to take a Regents exam based on the traditional curriculum or the new common core curriculum.

Q8.	What is the expectation on how these courses and the related exam scores should be reported?

Q9.	Should the districts set up and report separate courses based on the curriculum offered (e.g.: one with the old course number and one with the new #) in order to accurately link the students to the correct exam??

A8 & A9.	Course codes should be chosen based on the curriculum of the course.  All of the connections to allowable assessments for those course codes are handled within the data model.   All State assessments must be reported.

Adult Contact reporting
The state is not yet capable of issuing state ID's for use when reporting contacts and student contact relationships. 

Q10.	Are there any updates regarding when and how these ID's will be generated? 

A10.	The system that will issue the State adult contact IDs is currently under development.  We hope to have more concrete information available early in 2014.

Q11.	How will the schools be notified that a specific individual has been authorized to access student data, either at a particular school or for a particular student?

A11.	LEAs will have control of which adults are authorized to see student information based on data the LEA sends to L2.  Adults will have control of whether or not they create accounts to see the data.



Daily Attendance
Q12.	Districts may issue suspensions (usually ISS) for partial days. Do you expect districts to report partial day ISS/OSS - or only full day?

A12.  Yes.  Any instance of a suspension should be reported as a suspension.

Q13.	A student may be absent or tardy for a day in which they are to have ISS. We assume the daily absence would have precedence over an ISS, but what if a student is tardy and has an ISS for the same day - what would you expect to see in the extract?

A13.	Attendance Code is a key field, so multiple records can be sent for the same day.  An order of precedence will be applied for reporting purposes.
