General Information:
The online system will be available to enter claim data in late October, early November.  No paper claim forms will be entered into the system until that time.  Please watch the web site for an announcement about online system training and the date that the system will be available for school entry of claim forms.

These forms do not include reimbursement for the Comprehensive Attendance Policy (CAP) mandate.  CAP forms will be system generated and sent to nonpublic schools that submitted a MSA-1 form for the 2007-08 school year, via e-mail from emscmsa@mail.nysed.gov, at a later date. 
Schools are encouraged to use the Mandated Services Aid online system to enter school year 2008-09 Mandated Services Aid claims.  The system is designed to enhance the application process and expedite the issuance of the school’s mandated services aid payment.  The user guide for the online system is available at http://www.emsc.nysed.gov/nonpub/mandatedservices/onlinecomputersystem/.
Paper forms will still be accepted and will be entered into the computer system by Department staff.  Schools that choose to use the paper forms will need to send a completed MSA-1 form and the Schedule A/Worksheet.  

To receive your claim payment faster, an electronic payments option is offered by the NYS Office of the State Comptroller (OSC).  Information about the program is available at http://www.osc.state.ny.us/epay/guide.htm.  Participation is voluntary, with the option to withdraw at any time.  
Changes for the 2008-09 School year:  
· Geometry Regents has been added both as a Regents Examination and as an examination that requires a Graphing Calculator.
· Regional Information Center Costs apply to all 3-8 tests.  Mandate 19 has been added to the MSA-1 and Schedule A Worksheet/Worksheet for schools to claim these expenditures.
· REGENTS – Supplies and Materials were increased to $125 to account for the purchase of individual materials and supplies needed for the Earth Science Regents Exam.   The purchase of complete Science Kits are still reimbursed at cost for the 08-09 school year.
