Payment:
· If a school attending the conference has a 2016-2017 Persistently Struggling School Grant (Receivership State funds - PSSG), it may amend that PSSG budget to pay for the registration fee and travel (including hotel). 
· If a school attending the conference has a 2016-2017 School Improvement Grant (SIG 1003g) or a School Innovation Fund Grant (SIF 1003a), it may amend that SIG/SIF budget to pay for travel (including hotel) ONLY. Federal funds including the (SIG 1003g and SIF 1003a) CANNOT be used to pay the registration fee as it will be applied towards the cost of food.  The district will need to identify another (local) funding source to pay for the registration fee which covers the meals.
