The revised proposed amendment, developed in consultation with the Justice Center and upon review of other State agency rules, clarifies the definition of abuse; defines ‘subject of the report’ and uses this in place of the term ‘perpetrator'; revises the process for delegation of reviews of significant incidents to the residential schools; revises the requirements for plans of prevention and remediation; revises staff training requirements; and corrects certain citations in sections 200.15 and 200.22.
