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	· Repeals the requirement that a psychologist prepare a written report of his/her determination of the need to administer an individual psychological evaluation to a school-age student with a disability as part of a student’s three-year reevaluation.

· Makes a technical amendment to clarify that the 60-day timeline to complete an evaluation pertains to an initial evaluation of a student suspected of having a disability.
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	Provides that the initial individual evaluation to determine if a preschool child has a disability and the meeting to discuss the evaluation must occur within 60 calendar days of receipt of parental consent to evaluate, provided that, consistent with current requirements, the school district must arrange for the appropriate special education programs and services to be provided to a preschool student with a disability within 60 school days from receipt of the parent’s consent to evaluate.
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
