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	The revised proposed amendment adds that each preschool program must ensure that its executive director, or persons  assigned to perform the duties of a chief executive officer, hired or assigned on or after April 17, 2014 must hold a bachelor’s degree or higher from an accredited or approved college or university in a field related to business, administration and/or education and/or hold a New York State certification or license to provide an evaluation of and/or a related service to a student with a disability.
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	The revised proposed amendment adds that each preschool program must ensure that its executive director, or persons assigned to perform the duties of a chief executive officer, hired or assigned on or after April 17, 2014 must have knowledge of the program and supervisory requirements for providing appropriate evaluations and/or special education services to preschool students with disabilities.
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
