Transition planning is an important part of the high school years, but students need to know their options. This weekend will explore career choices for the future as students visit local industries in which individuals with vision loss are currently employed. 

This program is completely free of charge for students from New York State!

Transportation assistance (in the form of mileage reimbursement or airfare) is also available if needed.  

Student will stay at the New York State School for the Blind and activities will take place on the school’s campus and in the community.  This is an overnight program staffed by professionals from both Perkins School for the Blind and the New York State School for the Blind. 
The program’s activities will begin with registration on Friday (4/1) between 5:00 pm-7:00pm and conclude on Sunday (4/3) at 2:00 pm.  An informational meeting for families will begin at 1:00pm in which the program’s activities will be outlined and specific skills will be discussed.  Families will also be able to share experiences and ideas with each other. 

Outreach Short Courses focus on areas of the Expanded Core Curriculum (ECC), which are skills that are crucial for students who are blind or visually impaired due to their unique needs, in order to achieve the highest level of independence.  The ECC can be difficult to address within a structured school day.  Outreach Short Courses provide training and reinforcement of these vital skills. 

During the “Career Exploration” weekend the following components of the ECC will be addressed: Recreation & Leisure Skills, Career Education, Assistive Technology, Independent Living Skills, Social Interaction Skills, Compensatory or Functional Academic Skills, Self-determination
