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MS 137Q, a year 1 SINI school cited for ELA, located in Ozone Park, Queens in District 27, has partnered with St. Helen’s School to propose “Proud to be Me” for its 2006-2009 Learning Technology Grant to improve student achievement in ELA. 

“Proud to be Me” involves students creating an online cultural information center showcasing their countries of origin including: (Guyana, Trinidad, Tobago, and India). Students will have the opportunity to use ELA skills to complete tasks such as conducting research, analyzing and synthesizing information to produce an interactive website and video-documentary to introduce countries to their peers.  The website will have the following sections for each country: Historical Tours, Explorers, Celebration of Holidays, Customs, Music, and Foods. Students will keep journals and records of information they collect in writing portfolios. This project will target New York State ELA Standard 1 for 8th Grade: Reading, Writing, Listening and Speaking, (Critical Analysis, Main Idea, Theme, Information and Understanding and sequencing).

In order to facilitate the objectives of the “Proud to be Me” project, teachers will receive after school staff development, push in support, and will participate in Local/Regional Peer Review sessions. This project will culminate with teachers preparing Learning Experience Outlines to present at Local/Regional Peer Review Sessions as a way to assess the validity of the project and help teachers improve classroom instruction based on the New York State Learning Standards. based on New York State Standards.   
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
