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EBC HS, a Planning for Restructuring school cited for High School English and Math proposes “Rebuilding East New York” as its theme for the 2006—2009 LTG. This project is being proposed in an effort to improve student achievement in the areas of ELA and Math.

“Rebuilding East New York involves students researching other communities to explore different styles of homes which could be included in a new housing development, focusing on designing low and mid income housing, (townhouses and condominiums) which will keep community workers in the neighborhood (fireman, teachers etc.)  Students will interview contractors and calculate the costs of materials.  Participants will also design parks and plan a full educational system, including daycare, elementary and high schools. In addition they will develop a shopping center and restaurants. In designing their communities, students will produce a media campaign and hold mock community meetings debating issues around the revitalization of the area. They will create a website which contains drawings and videos of the new housing developments, stores, shopping centers and schools, and will advertise their new community with downloadable podcasts. Students will also learn how to apply for mortgages and credit.

All activities in “Rebuilding East New York” will be aligned to the NY State ELA Standard 1, reading, writing, listening and speaking on the 9th grade high school level and MST 3 in the Measurement, Problem Solving, and Communication Strands on the 9th grade high school level.

In order to facilitate the objectives of the “Rebuilding East New York” project, teachers will receive after school staff development, push in support, and will participate in Local/Regional Peer Review sessions. This project will culminate yearly with teachers preparing Learning Experience Outlines to present at Local/Regional Peer Review Sessions as a way to assess the validity of the project and help teachers improve classroom instruction based on the New York State Learning Standards.
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
