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Far Rockaway High School (FRHS), a SURR School in re-design, cited for ELA and Math, together with its non-public partner Mesivta Chaim Shlomo High School (MCSHS), propose developing “My Music Etc.com,” a virtual music company as its vehicle for the 2006-2009 Learning Technology Grant. This project will build student learning skills essential to improving achievement on New York State ELA Standards 1, 3, and 4. Additionally, MST Standard 3 Algebra and Statistics and Probability content strands along with Problem Solving, Communication, and Representation Process Strands will be targeted. “My Music Etc.com” is intended to empower students to develop a web based company that sells an assortment of multicultural music CD’s and DVDs via the Internet.  Students from “The Institute for Business, Computer and Technology,” a Smaller Learning Community at Far Rockaway HS, and Mesivta Chaim Shlomo HS will have the opportunity to establish the following departments: Human Resources, Marketing, Accounting/Financing, and Sales. In addition, students will design e-commerce websites that include an online catalogue, shopping cart, toolbars, menus, web database, search engine, web-based tools to manage on-line inventory, web banners, and customer satisfaction surveys. These activities will encourage students to analyze complex topics, improve their writing proficiency, brainstorm and explore ideas, and develop planning skills as new ideas are connected to prior knowledge.  In addition, “My Music Etc.com” will build capacity for effective teacher use of instructional technology by teachers. Through the Peer Review Process and extensive professional development, teachers will build skills for evaluating learning experiences that can be shared with teachers over time. Project activities will be evaluated by peer review groups composed of students, teachers, administrators and parents, and will be published on the project websites. The culmination of this program will bring public and nonpublic school educators together to reflect on each other's work and foster an environment where critical feedback is part of the learning process.
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
