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IS 302K, a Corrective Action school cited for Math and ELA scores in grade 8, located in Brooklyn, District 19, has partnered with St Rita’s School to propose “Digital Dwellings” to improve student achievement in ELA and Math. 

            “Digital Dwellings” will involve students working in collaboration with peers to develop a history of Architecture noting the different styles and designs That have been used over time. Students will design a proposal for new housing that will improve upon an architecture style that they have researched. Students will also build models for these buildings that will involve them in deciding on the scale to be used and how the concepts of proportionality, ratio, and symmetry are key elements building their structure. Digital pictures of models will be included in a website with descriptions of construction plans.  Students will also develop a construction materials catalog and calculate cost of construction using different materials. Students will have the opportunity to use ELA and Math skills to complete such tasks as conducting research, analyzing and synthesizing information to produce an interactive website which will be aligned to NYS ELA Standard 1:  Students will read, write, listen, and speak for information and understanding, Critical Analysis, Main Idea, and Theme and MST Standard 3 in the Problem Solving, Representation, Numeration, and Measurement content/process strands.
 To facilitate the objectives of “Digital Dwellings,” teachers will be involved in after school staff development, push in project support, as well as local/regional Peer Review sessions. The Peer Review process is a NYS professional development initiative designed to help teachers improve the achievement of all students by enhancing teachers’ abilities to provide quality instruction based on the New York State Learning Standards. This project will culminate with teachers preparing a Learning Experience Outline to present at Local/Regional Peer Review session as a way to assess the validity of the project based on New York State Standards.
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
