The Eastern Suffolk BOCES Model Schools Program received funding through the Learning Technology Grant in order to provide leadership and administration to enable all targeted students to fulfill their potential and improve skills needed to master NYS exams in English Language Arts, and math, with a secondary focus in social studies, science and improving technical literacy.  Additionally, our non-public partner will focus on enhancing early literacy skills.  

This proposal, “Utilizing the Power of Technology to Help Students Learn”, will allow the Model Schools Program to:

· Provide intensive professional development by experienced and qualified Professional Developers at the middle school and elementary levels to improve ELA and math scores with an additional focus on other disciplines.
