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	Learning Technology Grant 2006-09 Abstract: 
Public School 107x, a NCLB Restructuring, Year 2 school, has partnered with Holy Family School, to improve student achievement in English Language Arts (ELA).  

The purpose of this grant is to provide differentiated modes of ELA instruction through technology.  Students will participate in learning activities utilizing the internet, digital and video cameras, Smart Board interactive whiteboards, Qwizdom hand-held devices, and other peripherals to produce WebQuests.  Activities will include on-line research and PowerPoint instruction in order to develop appropriate, grade level, WebQuests in line with NYS ELA Standards 1, 2 and 3.  Social studies-based projects, such as Comparative Study of Native American Tribes of the Northeast, History of the Bronx and Local Communities, and Examining Government Documents to Explore the History and Geography of the United States will be emphasized.

Professional Development will be a differentiated, collaborative effort between PS 107 and Holy Family School, based on a needs assessment survey.  Staff members proficient in various technological applications will provide after-school workshops.  These workshops will include instruction in PowerPoint, WebQuest design and use, Qwizdom hand-held devices, digital and video cameras, Smart Board interactive whiteboards, and all other peripherals available.  Peer Review Sessions will be conducted to assess the efficacy of activities and projects throughout the process and help teachers improve classroom instruction based on the New York State Learning Standards.
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
