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	Learning Technology Grant 2006-09 Abstract: 
As part of a Learning Technology Grant, science, language arts and instructional technology teachers at John J. Pershing Intermediate School (IS 220) and St. Anselm school will collaborate to improve ELA skills and increase student performance on the NYS science assessments with an emphasis upon enhancing students’ appreciation of environmental science.  Teachers and students will work together with peers in school and around the world with web-based communication portals to gather data and disseminate findings. Students will fine tune their technology skills to become proficient global communicators about environmental issues.  Working with technology integration specialists and curriculum writers at both schools, students’ cumulative understanding about real-world environmental concerns will be digitally documented, culminating in the creation of a library of podcasts, video logs and digital documentaries.  The purpose of the project is to instill awareness of environmental issues, improve communication skills, and digitally document new knowledge.

As part of Project TEAN: Teens for Environmental Action, NOW! Students will select environmental issues of concern to them. They will examine the impact, cause and effect of their topics from a personal, local, national and global perspective.  Over the course of three years, students will learn how to research, present findings, and use technology to communicate globally on a broad assortment of topics.  They will share their skills with other students and become a team of technology proficient students.  Teachers will become more proficient at integrating technology into instruction, and will increase the number of technology literate teachers within the schools.
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
