	Learning Technology Grant 2006-09 Abstract: 2nd Year 

QueensWRITeS2 is a poetry writing and performance project that culminates with a Poetry Slam Competition via videoconferencing. This project involves 2 SINI public schools in CSD30 that participated in this project last year. The schools are IS145 and IS230. IS145 had 5 6th grade classes that participated last year. IS230, acted as a mentor school, and had one 6th grade class. IS230 was asked to be a mentor school because it had participated in the Poetry Slam Program for two prior years and had been very successful in their participation. Also included was a 6th grade class at St. Gabriel’s Catholic School in East Elmhurst, Queens. In the second year of the Learning Technology Grant the students who participated in Poetry Slam as 6th graders will continue now as 7th graders. The students will continue to build on their prior experiences and increase their skills. The success of this project lies in its ability to engage students in writing and performing original poetry and receiving immediate feedback from audiences across the Region.  The project combines original poetry writing; the art of performance, and the use of videoconferencing technology to promote standards based literacy, communication and the use of technology.  The project is in collaboration with UrbanWord a premiere writing and performance institution. Poets from UrbanWord work with students and teachers on poetry writing and performance once a week for 10 weeks twice a year. Each schools technology department works with the Poetry Slam class to teach them about videoconferencing, digital video, and word processing and desktop publishing skills to document the writing process. The poetry slam competitions in which slam teams compete through videoconferencing occurs twice a year. Each slam is followed by an Open Mic, which gives all the participating students an opportunity to share their poems.
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
