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	Learning Technology Grant 2006-09 Abstract 

The proposed project targets 80 students in two schools:  P. 12x Lewis and Clark School, a District 75 school located in Westchester Square in the Bronx, and Northeastern Academy.  Lewis and Clark students attend an instructional program designed for students with severe emotional disabilities; these emotional disabilities compromise their academic achievement even in a special setting. .  All students in Lewis and Clark school participate in the general curriculum and in standardized assessment.  The proposed program will target Lewis and Clark students in 8+ class and in the 9th grade and Northeastern Academy students at the high school level.

Both schools are committed to improving student scores on the State standardized math test by implementing staff development programs based on standard-setting learning and aimed at improving mathematics teaching and student achievement in math in all grades. Both schools hope to meet the above goals through a partnership with the Ocean of Know,. Teachers College Columbia University will provide assessment. Training in peer review and self assessment are key components of the staff development program and both schools understand the importance of applying these strategies with the goal of improving student performance on standardized tests.
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
