Middle School 45, SURR School Middle School 45 (grades 6-8), an ethnically diverse corrective action school of just over 1500 students, is located in the Fordham section of the Bronx. 72.3 %  of our students are Spanish speaking (including new immigrants or first generation Americans from the Caribbean, Central, South and North America); 3.9%  are from South-East Asia and China, 17.5  are African Americans, and 6.3% are white. 46% are male, 54% are female.  92.2% are eligible for free lunch, indicative of the fact that most come from poor families. Many of the children entering Middle School 45 are deficient in basic math and reading skills. Scores show 70% of the students are scoring at level one and two in Reading and Math. These students are coming to us from PS 32 and PS 205, which are both just off the SURR list. These students require a strong literacy and Math program with a comprehensive language program   as an intrinsic part of  the curriculum. MS 45 has 103 teachers on staff. 74.8% are certified and licensed, 56.3% have more than five years teaching experience and 68.9% hold a Masters Degree or higher

        Our Lady of Mt Carmel is a K- 8 school whose student body is similar to MS 45 in ethnic and racial make-up and also predominantly from poor households. The students are mostly heterogeneously grouped within each grade. Our Lady of Mt. Carmel’s staffing profile is similar to MS 45.  Both schools face the same challenges in Math and language skills in the 6th, 7th, and 8thth grade and a commitment to overcoming those challenges.

Both schools are committed to improving student scores on the State standardized math test by implementing staff development programs based on standard-setting learning and aimed at improving mathematics teaching and student achievement in math in all grades. Both schools hope to meet the above goals through a partnership with the Ocean of Know,. Teachers College Columbia University will provide assessment. Training in peer review and self assessment are key components of the staff development program and both schools understand the importance of applying these strategies with the goal of improving student performance on standardized tests.
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
