       This project will focus on strengthening the skills of intermediate level teachers to improve the 

mathematics performance of middle level English Language learners (ELL) in four Nassau County 

school districts (Hempstead, Hicksville, Roosevelt, and Westbury).  In addition, three non-public 
schools are participating in the project.

       Professional development provided by this project will enable teams of middle school teachers to

better address the learning needs of ELL students in meeting the mathematics and technology standards

as required by the New York State board of Regents.  Teams of educators (teachers and teaching

assistants) in the content areas of math, ESL, and technology will work together to integrate technology

tools existing curriculum.  

      Educators will receive professional development in order to integrate technology and online

content into their secondary mathematics curriculum.  They will also receive training in the

integration of software (Geometer Sketchpad, Excel), hardware (Smartboards and LCD projectors),

and online content including Marco Polo, resources from the New York State Virtual Learning

Space, The National Library of Virtual Manipulatives, Power Media Plus video streaming, and

Videoconferencing.

     The current project will provide 15 hours of modeling and coaching each year per school to

help educators effectively integrate technology into their curriculum.  In addition, the Math/ESL

content specialist and technology integration specialist coaches will help teams of educators

develop new lessons centered on the NY State Standards in mathematics utilizing the new

technology that will be purchased through this grant opportunity.  Educators will then participate

in peer review and peer demonstration of these lessons in workshops to be held at the end of the

funding period.

     Due to the purchase of equipment and software including Smartboards, LCD projectors,

Geometer Sketchpad, and videoconferencing technology coupled with the extensive and varied 

professional development planned for the proposed project it will be sustained over time.
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
