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The theme of this year’s study is “Young Voices with Power.” We will be bridging the gap between the powerful and triumphant history of the past to address the contemporary challenges of our community in the 21st century. For three years we will be conducting an in depth study of the young people who have surmounted social, economic, ethnic, and economic challenges. We will innovatively craft a connection from the solutions rooted in the historical authenticity of the Slavery Movement, the Holocaust, the Immigrant Movement to the socio-economic and academic issues that face the community of families and students in the East New York Section of Brooklyn. This project is specifically designed to reveal alternative realties. “Young Voices with Power” will use blogging, podcasting, websites, and print media to infuse news and views that uplift the community. They will portray the stories of the heroic youth of the past and present who were and are the forces of change in their community. These activities will promote complex reading, writing, speaking and listening skills that will address student’s deficiencies in these key areas. 
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
