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PS 42Q, a year 1 Restructuring school and a School Requiring Academic Progress Year 5, cited for ELA in grade four, located in Far Rockaway, District 27, has partnered with St Rose of Lima School to propose “Virtual Play Land” for its 2006-2009 Learning Technology Grant project to improve student achievement in Literacy.

          “Virtual Play Land” will involve students studying 4-grade literature to develop a Literary Center. They will develop different rides such as “Para-book-chute Jumpers” containing commentaries and reviews of books, “Twisters” containing animated poems and interactive stories, “Side Show” dedicated to author biographies, the “Fun House” filled with student created WebQuests for the reader’s pleasure and an “Information Booth” for guided tours. 

Students will have the opportunity to use ELA skills to complete such tasks as conducting research as well as analyzing and synthesizing information to produce an interactive website and WebQuests which will be aligned to NYS ELA Standard 1: information and understanding, and Standard 2: literary response and expression, (Critical Analysis, Main Idea, Theme, Information and Understanding and sequencing.)

To facilitate the objectives for “Virtual Play Land,” teachers will be involved in after school staff development, push in project support, as well as local/regional Peer Review sessions. The Peer Review process is a NYS professional development initiative designed to help teachers improve the achievement of all students by enhancing teachers’ abilities to provide quality instruction based on the New York State Learning Standards. This project will culminate with teachers preparing a Learning Experience Outline to present at Local/Regional Peer Review session as a way to assess the validity of the project based on New York State Standards.
