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PS 63Q, a year 1 SINI school cited for Math in grade four, located in Ozone Park, District 27, has partnered with Our Lady of Grace School to propose  “Robotopia” to improve student achievement in mathematics.  

“Robotopia” will feature 4th grade students producing a mathematical website for “The Sutter Ave Robotics Factory.” This site will showcase a variety of student built Robots (Lego Mindstorms) available for purchase. Additionally this site will include a “Robot Lounge” for workers to relax and buy food, while listening to Mathematical poetry and stories.  This site will also contain a “Robot Capers” section filled with math mysteries, a “Marketing Department,” which produces and designs a selling campaign with coupons, discounts, jingles, commercials, and catalogs of spare parts.  There will also be a “Budget Department,” to calculate the pricing of Robots and Workers Earnings.

All student created activities on the “Robotopia,” website will be aligned to New York State Math Standards, MST 3, at Grade 4 level, Problem Solving Strand, Communication Strand, Number Sense and Operations Strand.

In order to facilitate the objectives of the “Robotopia” project, teachers will be involved in after school and push in staff development as well as Local and/or Regional Peer Review sessions. The Peer Review process is a NYS professional development initiative designed to help teachers improve the achievement of all students by enhancing teachers’ abilities to provide quality instruction based on the New York State Learning Standards. This project will culminate with teachers preparing Learning Experience Outlines to present at Local/Regional Peer Review Sessions as a way to assess the validity of the project and help teachers improve classroom instruction based on the New York State Learning Standards.
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
