	Learning Technology Grant 2006-09 Abstract: 
John Marshall HS, Monroe HS, Wilson Magnet HS and Cobblestone School (non-public partner)

The purpose of this grant is to provide PD for teachers of science, mathematics, special education and bilingual teachers from John Marshall HS, James Monroe HS, Wilson Magnet HS and Cobblestone School, a non-public partner, on graphing calculators and probes that will be utilized in classroom instruction. The PD will teach teachers how to use the technology themselves, how to use it instructionally, and sources for lessons or lab experiments which incorporate these tools. The grant will also purchase this technology, namely graphing calculators and probes (which connect to graphing calculators to collect data as they measure qualities such as temperature, voltage, gas pressure, oxygen level, pH, etc.) for classroom use over three years. 

The goal of grant is to improve student achievement by improving instruction. Quality of instruction will be improved by providing PD to teachers. Furthermore, students find the use of technology engaging; utilizing more technology in instruction will be more engaging for students.

Teachers from John Marshall HS, James Monroe HS, Wilson Magnet HS and Cobblestone School will participate in paid PD after school and on Saturdays to become familiar with graphing calculators and probes, write lessons and prepare lab investigations which incorporate this technology and share successful lessons and labs with other teachers. With the support of the Inquiry Institute, RCSD lead teachers for math and science, building math coaches, math specialists from the Regional School Support Center, and partners from the University of Rochester and SUNY Brockport, over the course of this three-year grant a strong learning community will be developed at participating schools.
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
