This project directly addresses the need to strengthen the district's student achievement in English Language Arts as indicated by the NYS ELA assessments at 8th grade over the past two years. Low scores in ELA resulted in the district’s Cosgrove Middle School, being identified as a SINI school, in need of improvement. Thus, this project, entitled Literacy Upgrade, focuses on the application of technology in middle school instruction to bolster adolescent literacy. Sixth, seventh, and eighth grade teachers from Cosgrove Middle School and fifth and sixth grade teachers and the technology coordinator from St. John the Evangelist School will participate in all of the professional development activities offered by the grant.  St. John’s teachers will receive one computer and one projector to facilitate an active collaboration. The project’s objectives include: 1) Develop and implement a minimum of 4 online multimedia units in Social Studies and Science, which focus on reading in the content areas, starting in 06-07 with 6th grade, continuing in 07-08 with 7th grade, and ending in 08-09 with 8th grade. 2) Provide Professional Development in Moodle Course Management System and Internet Safety for each middle school teacher in the content areas (8 hours). 3) Develop learning centers for 4 online multimedia units at each grade level in Science and Social Studies, to allow for small group, differentiated instruction. 4) Provide Professional Development in learning centers for technology-based instruction (6-hour course). 5) Increase differentiated instruction to provide challenges and enrichment for students through the development of the online multimedia units. 6) Improve technological communications to model proper use.  By focusing the professional development on how to use web-based tools to differentiate instruction in the content areas of Social Studies and Science, students of different learning abilities and styles will have more equal opportunities to reach or exceed the NYS Learning Standards.  By providing hands-on training to both teachers and students, it is expected that their technology fluency will also grow proportionately.
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
