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 Yonkers Public Schools’ proposed 2006-2009 Learning Technology Grant, Project Digital Native, has been designed to provide a total of fifty-one administrators and teachers with intensive, systematic professional development focused on integrating 21st century technologies into the curriculum and creating fourteen technology coaches per year to train their colleagues and ensure sustainability well beyond the life of the grant. As an introduction, teachers will read, Blogs, Wikis, Podcasts and Other Powerful Web Tools for Classrooms by Will Richardson, followed by the proposed program’s three major components: 1) Technology Institute-12 hours of instruction in utilizing new technology tools and strategies,(SmartBoards, Online Research, Digital Media, Class Webpages, and Podcasting), and 12 hours of application development; 2) Practicums -9 days of in-class coaching and technology integration; and 3) Curriculum Development/Best Practices Workshops-6 hours of developing and sharing lessons, and preparing “coaching” materials.   

     Project objectives have been designed around the four components of Yonkers Five Year Plan to assist students in meeting New York State Learning Standards at the Intermediate Level:  Behaviors and Perceptions: Objective 1.0: 100% of participating administrators and teachers will demonstrate increased knowledge of 21st century technologies.  Teaching and Learning:  Objective 2.0: 90% of participating students will demonstrate increased engagement and motivation to read, write, listen, and speak for: information and understanding; literary response and expression; critical analysis and evaluation; and social interaction. Objective 3.0: 90% of participating students will demonstrate a 5% increase in English Language Arts achievement.  Educational Environment:  Objective 4.0: 100% of participating teachers will transform their classrooms into student-centered interactive learning laboratories.  Objective 5.0: 100% of participating teachers will develop technology-infused interdisciplinary and subject-specific curriculum documents.  Objective 6.0: Teacher and student access to online educational resources and the use of telecommunications will increase by 75%.  Family Supports:  Objective 7.0: 50% of participating parents will demonstrate increased knowledge of e-Chalk and Yahoo online tools and educational resources.    
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
