MS 202Q a Year 5 SRAP school cited for ELA (Special Education and LEP students) and Northeastern Academy propose “Extreme Makeover, Ancient Edition”. “Extreme Makeover, Ancient Edition” will have students engaged in creating a scale model of one of the main structures that represents ancient civilized life including the Pyramid, Sphinx, Parthenon, and Great Wall to name a few.  Students will modernize these existing structures so that it can accommodate 21st century living needs incorporating environmentally friendly provisions. “Extreme Makeover, Ancient Edition” will have students produce television episodes which will include interviews with architect/building planners, showcase of the makeover from start to finish, environmental issues associated with building structures, how to upgrade a housing structure on a low budget, building safety precautions, and a daily journal depicting the phases of the project.  This project will also have students research building structures from ancient Greece, Rome, Mesopotamia, and China.   Additionally, they will create a Google Site entitled “Extreme Makeover, Ancient Edition” which will include findings from research/interviews with ‘architects’, ‘scientists’, and ‘builders’, a customized dictionary profiling ancient and modern structures, blue prints of proposed housing structures, concerns regarding environmental issues, ‘reality’ show moments, as well as pod casts documenting the making of the TV show. This project will support ELA Standard 3- Reading and Writing: What students do for critical analysis and evaluation, ELA Standard 2: Reading: What students do for literary response and expression, MST Standard 3- Geometry and Measurement Strand, and Physical Science 3.1. This project will culminate yearly with teachers preparing Learning Experience Outlines to present at local/cohort Peer Review Sessions as a way to examine the success of the project and help teachers improve classroom instruction based on the NYS Learning Standards.
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
