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Proposal Abstract


PS 76Q, in conjunction with Corpus Christi Elementary School, proposes a plan to integrate SMART Board technology into one class on each grade in grades Kindergarten and Grade 1 for the 2009/2010 school year and proceed to integrate this technology into a classroom on two grades for the next two subsequent school years.  

The purpose being two-fold:  

1. Today’s student must grow up with a clear understanding of how technology will assist them in their learning.  In order for us to make independent, self-sufficient learners out of our students, we must first give them the tools they will need to learn, model the integration into technology, and make them active participants in their discovery of different Science standards.  Students must begin understanding the correlation between technology and learning from the very beginning of their educational career.  It must begin in Kindergarten.  

2. Today’s teachers need to be comfortable with technology use in their classrooms and must be provided with the support needed.  This support will be given to them by the people of SMART Board.  The teachers will not only learn how to navigate the SMART Board but they will learn how to create interactive lessons.  They will receive continual support from the in-house technology teachers/experts (who have been previously SMART Board trained).  The support will include but not be limited to:  modeling lessons, one-on-one professional development, group professional development and lesson planning, inter-visitations to learn from each other.

The outcome will be for our students to become proficient in understanding how to use the SMART Board in their learning of the grade level appropriate Science Curriculum and for our teachers to develop and share lessons using the SMART Board as a means to achieve this goal.
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
