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	Learning Technology Grant 2009-12 Abstract

Yonkers Public Schools’ proposed 2009-2012 Learning Technology Grant, Project Literacy Leaders Achieve, has been designed to provide ELA and ESL administrators and teachers in three high schools, Roosevelt High School (SINI), Yonkers High School, and Sacred Heart High School, with intensive, systematic professional development focused on integrating Achieve3000 TeenBiz3000, a software program that differentiates instruction for all students, into the curriculum.  The Professional Development will be offered to the grade 9 ESL teachers in the public schools, 9-12 ELA teachers in the nonpublic school, and administrators in the three high schools to ensure that technology is integrated across the content areas.  In addition, ELA teachers at the project public schools will be invited to participate as part of Yonkers’ in-kind contribution.


Project objectives have been designed around three components to assist students in meeting New York State Learning Standards.  Objective 1:  100% of participating administrators and teachers will demonstrate increased knowledge of 21st century technology.  Objective 2:  90% of participating students will demonstrate increased engagement and motivation to read, write, listen, and speak for:  information and understanding; literary response and expression; critical analysis and evaluation; and social interaction.  Objective 3:  90% of participating students will demonstrate a 5% increase in English Language Arts achievement.  Objective 4:  100% of participating teachers will develop technology-infused interdisciplinary and subject-specific curriculum documents.  Objective 5:  Teacher and student access to online educational resources and the use of data to inform instruction will increase by 75%.
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
