Universal Prekindergarten: Charging Parent Fees

Section 151-1.2(a) of the Regulations of the Commissioner of Education provides that “pursuant to section 3202 of Education Law, no parent and/or guardian of a child participating in a  Universal Prekindergarten program should be subjected to a fee/charge for the instructional program.”  For this purpose the term instructional program includes, but is not limited to, curricular materials and supplies, field trips, assemblies, visiting artists and authors, and other expenditures that are needed to support the day-to-day learning activities.  In these fiscally tight times, I am asking that you keep this in mind as you are plan and prepare your district budget for the 2012-2013 school year.  No parent is to be charged an additional materials fee.
