It is NOW time to apply for UPK 2009-2010 Mid-Year Expansion.

ONLY Districts that currently operate a UPK Program may enroll additional students mid-year for a minimum of 90 school days.   The sum of a district’s approved budget and the request for mid-year funds cannot exceed the maximum 2009-2010 grant allocation.  When applying for mid-year expansion, a district must establish only one start date for all new student enrollments.
While a district must submit the attached expansion application, it is not necessary to submit a FS-10-A Budget Amendment.  All UPK budget amounts will be automatically adjusted by a procedure established between the program office and the grants finance office.
