Description of Data in MediaSRC2002.mdb

This document describes the data tables contained in MediaSRC2002.mdb.  Most of the material should be familiar to those who have worked with the New York State School Report Card data sets in past years. The tables from the “Analysis of Sub-Group Performance” are new this year. To get school name and district associations for schools identified by BEDS_CD in the various performance measure tables, please refer to the Miscellaneous_School and Miscellaneous_District table. Be sure to either include YEAR as well as BEDS_CD in your joins, or restrict the set of rows from the Miscellaneous_* tables by using only the YEAR=2001 tables.

Also, please note that any SASS targets for schools identified as SURR are superceded by SURR performance goals for subject areas for which the school was identified as SURR. To avoid confusion, please do not use any AYP targets for schools with BEDS_CD listed in the SURR_OutsideNYC_2002 table.

These tables are shipped with no indexes, to economize on  file space and thus download time. You will probably want to create indexes on BEDS_CD and other key fields to significantly improve your local query performance.
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Data from the Overview of Academic Performance 

This document lists the tables and columns in which data about performance of designated subgroups is reported by public school, public school district, district Needs-to-Resource-Capacity (N/RC) group, similar schools group, county and as a statewide total public number. Please use this document to locate desired information in the tables of the same name in the School Report Card Database  (MediaSRC2002.mdb). In some cases values may be stored as text items of length 255. This is an Access artifact. The content is of much shorter, but varying length, and usually formatted for presentation. If computations are to be performed with these numbers, please use the Val() function in any Access expressions to convert to a numeric data type. Also, please note that “#” or Null (no data) will appear in cells where presenting the count would otherwise reveal the performance of students in a group with fewer than five members. This will be the case for subgroups where the count of assessed students for the category is less than 5, and for at least one other distinct subgroup. For grouping variables with only two values (e.g., Student disability status) fewer than 5 of either group will prevent presentation of performance outcomes for both groups, and only the combined total will appear.
